Which segues into…….

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
The AGM will be held on 15 September.  There will be a Special General Meeting opening at 10am, followed by the AGM at 11am.  
The business of the AGM was covered in the last newsletter.  All positions are declared vacant.  Those positions are:

President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, four ordinary Committee members and the Public Officer.  The outline of duties for each position are as follows (and they are not as scary as they sound):
72. The specific duties of the President are:

(a) Ensure that members understand their jobs and are able to fulfill those expectations; and

(b) Chair meetings of the GDAC; and

(c) Help recruit new members and develop succession plans for CoM chairs; and

(d) Provide structure so that the work of the board and association can be accomplished; and

(e) Ensure that management tools are developed and implemented; and

(f) Work with sub-Committees. The President may serve as an ex officio member of the board’s various sub-Committees; and

(g) Serve as a link to the broader community.  The President must be prepared to act as the public face of the GDAC: addressing issues with the media, lobbying and promoting the GDAC to prospective funding bodies and donors; and

(h) Report to members at the AGM.

73. The specific duties of the Vice-President are:

(a) Performs the President’s responsibilities when the President cannot be available  in accordance with Rule 93(a, b, c, d, e, f, g, h); and

(b) Work closely with the President; and

(c) Participates closely with the President to develop and implement officer transition plans; and

(d) Perform other responsibilities as assigned by the CoM.

74. The specific duties of the Treasurer are:

(a) To ensure that all monies due to the association are collected and received and that all payments authorised by the association are made; and

(b) That correct books and accounts are kept showing the financial affairs of the GDAC, including full details of all receipts and expenditure connected with the activities of the GDAC; and

(c) Present a financial statement at each GM: and

(d) Report to the members at the AGM.

75. The specific duties of the Secretary are:

(a) To keep records of:

(b) All appointments of office-bearers and members of the CoM; and

(c) The names of members of the CoM present at GMs; and

(d) The names of all present at AGM and SGM; and

(e) All proceedings at all meetings; and

(f) Have the Register of Members available at the AGM; and

(g) Deal with all correspondence of the GDAC, and disseminate it as appropriate.

The Public Officer

76. The Public Officer is the official point of contact for the GDAC, they can also be one of the authorised signatories.

77. A CoM member or an ordinary member or a person outside of the GDAC may hold the position of Public Officer.

78. They must be over eighteen (18) years of age and reside in New South Wales.

79. The CoM will appoint the Public Officer when a vacancy occurs.

GDAC has a fabulous new space, wonderful work coming in and needs energetic, interested people to run it.  Please be one of those people!  You will be working with like-minded people in a co-operative and supportive committee.  The previous committee members will give you help to make the transition smooth and pain free.  What an exciting idea to take the Gallery and GDAC through the first year (yes, it is, really) and shape its future.
